Crafting as calming—knitting to calm your anger.
Crafting as non-violence—quilting for peace.
Crafting as community building—do this with others.
Crafting as awareness raising—creating signs and banners.
Crafting as conversation starting—talking to others about your project.
Crafting as loving action—donating hats, blankets, and more.
